Dear Parents,

Universal Free School Meals (UIFSM) and Pupil Premium 2020

We are now entering the seventh year of UIFSM, where all infant aged children (Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 classes) are entitled to receive, free of charge, a midday meal under this Government initiative.  These will continue to be the exact same high standard, nutritionally based and balanced meals as those served throughout the majority of primary schools in 
Derbyshire.

In addition, the Government provide additional funding to our school for each pupil that is eligible for the Pupil Premium. If your child is eligible, they may also be entitled to a sum of money paid to their school to boost their learning. Schools can choose how to spend their pupil premium money by identifying what would be of most benefit to the children who are eligible.

Common ways in which schools spend their pupil premium fund include:

Extra one-to-one or small-group support for children within the classroom.
Employing extra teaching assistants to work with classes.
Running catch-up sessions before or after school, for example for children who need extra help with maths or literacy.
Running a school breakfast club to improve attendance.
Providing extra tuition for able children.
Providing music lessons for children whose families would be unable to pay for them.
Funding educational trips and visits.
Paying for additional help such as speech and language therapy or family therapy.
Funding English classes for children who speak another language at home.
Investing in resources that boost children’s learning, such as laptops or tablets.

Research shows that the fund does help to narrow gaps between disadvantaged children and their peers, particularly in English and Maths.

Children are eligible for pupil premium – if you receive any of the following benefits:
· Universal credit (provided you have a net income of £7400 or less)
· Income support
· Income-based jobseekers’ allowance
· Income-related employment and support allowance
· Support under Part IV of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999
· The guaranteed element of state pension credit
· Child tax credit, provided that you are not also entitled to working tax credit and have an annual gross income of £16,190 or less
These benefits are now into a single benefit, called Universal Credit. 

To ensure we capture all funds that are applicable to us, please complete the attached form and return it to school as soon as possible in order that we can register your child ready for September. 

Where there are two parent/guardians at the address of the child it is important that details for both of these are submitted.  We have learnt in the past that it is quite common for one parent or guardian’s details to be eligible whilst the other parent to be ineligible.  By checking both we have more chance of capturing the Premium.
